Dans no t r e  de/p%t, l e s  s e c t e u r s  des doss i e r s  e t  des r e g i s t r e s  ouve r t s  
aux chercheurs son t  r g p a r t i s  en qua t r e  pe'riodes chronologiques: 1648-1759,

(b)  ~ & ~ e r t o i r e s  num& iques  : Le rep& t o i r e  num& ique des d o s s i e r s  de l a  
periode 1836-1876 n ' e s t  pas encore entisrement terming. ~ u s ~ u ' s  da t e ,  il 
y a 284 d o s s i e r s  su r  423 de r 6 p e r t o i r i k s ;  ce l a  donne en d 6 t a i l  463 
chemises e t  18,213 documents; on a donc 67% du t r a v a i l  de  f a i t  dans l a  
prepara t ion  de ce  r g p e r t o i r e  nurn&rique.

Dans l e  s ec t eu r  des r e q i s t r e s ,  l ' i n v e n t a i r e  sommaire des ~ e g i s t r e s  
des  L e t t r e s  de Bourget, pour l e s  ann6es 1850-1855, f u t  comple'td le ,4  mars. 
Quant aux annges 1856-1860 de ces  m8mes r e g i s t r e s ,  l ' i n v e n t a i r e  a e t 6  
terming ve r s  l a  f i n  de j u i l l e t .  Pour ce  qu i  e s t  de l ' i n v e n t a i r e  sommaire 
des Reg i s t r e s  de l a  Chancel le r ie  pour l e s  annges 1850-1876, il f u t  
complQt6 en novembre.

S i  
l ' o n  t i e n t  compte que nous sommes ouve r t s  envi ron  250 jours par an, c e l a  
s i g n i f i e  p lu s  qu'une personne par jour,  en  moyenne.

(Accessions and Reference)  Anne Caiger  r e s i g n e d ,  e f f e c t i v e  1 5  January ,  
1970 t o  a c c e p t  a  p o s i t i o n  i n  t h e  Huntington L i b r a r y  i n  San Marino, C a l i f o -  
r n i a .  She was r e p l a c e d  on  1 February,  1970 by Sandra Guillaume, fo rmer ly  
w i t h  t h e  P r o v i n c i a l  Arch ives  o f  O n t a r i o .  M r .  N ickolas  DeJong was appoin- 
t e d  on  13  October ,  1969 A s s i s t a n t  A r c h i v i s t  ( P r e s e r v a t i o n )  on a  h a l f - t i m e  
b a s i s .  A new s e c r e t a r y ,  Mrs. H. B. ~ o l p h i n ,  was appoin ted  e f f e c t i v e

M i s s  Sandra Guillaume p r e s e n t e d  a  paper  on g e n e a l o g i c a l  r e s e a r c h  
s o u r c e s  i n  O n t a r i o  t o  t h e  world Conference on  Records, S a l t  Lake C i t y ,  
August 4-9, 1969. 

C o l l e c t i o n s :  The l a r g e s t  body of  m a t e r i a l s  access ioned  were t h e  
f i n a n c i a l  r e c o r d s  o f  t h e  U n i v e r s i t y  down t o  1965. Perhaps t h e  most i m -  
p o r t a n t  body of  m a t e r i a l s  access ioned  c o n s i s t e d  o f  papers  o f  P r i n c i p a l ,  
S i r  J. William DaWSOn, b o t h  o f f i c i a l  and p e r s o n a l .  The p e r i o d  covered,  
1820-1901. Cubic f o o t a g e  t o t a l s  about  6 ' .  Inc luded  a r e  about  1% cu.  f t .  
o f  t h e  p e r s o n a l  p a p e r s  o f  George Mercer Dawson. Other  s i g n i f i c a n t  acces -  
s i o n s  inc luded  a  s u b s t a n t i a l  body of  McGi l l - re la ted  motion p i c t u r e  f i l m  
and audio  t a p e s .  S u b s t a n t i a l  c o l l e c t i o n s  on  McGlll a t h l e t i c  a c t i v i t i e s  
and on  t h e  COTC were a l s o  access ioned .  

A c t i v i t i e s  : The C e n t r a l  Microfi lm S e r v i c e  was f i r m l y  e s t a b l i s h e d  
w i t h  t h e  i s s u a n c e  o f  two a d d i t i o n a l  pages t o  t h e  U n i v e r s i t y ' s  Handbook of 
A d m i n i s t r a t i v e  Procedure,  pp. C-11 and C-12 on 27 October 1969. P e r t i n e n t  
s e l e c t i o n s  from t h i s  r e l e a s e  f o l l o w :  

" P r i o r i t y  w i l l  b e  g i v e n  t o  t h e  f i l m i n g  o f  a d m i n i s t r a t i v e  r e c o r d s  o f  
t h e  U n i v e r s i t y ;  d e t e r i o r a t i n g  m a t e r i a l s  i n  t h e  U n i v e r s i t y ' s  c o l l e c t i o n s  
such a s  newspaper f i l e s ,  h i s t o r i c a l  manuscr ip t s  and books; r e q u e s t s  from 
whatever s o u r c e  f o r  c o p i e s  o f  m a t e r i a l s  i n  t h e  U n i v e r s i t y ' s  c o l l e c t i o n s ,  
when copying r e s t r i c t i o n s  do n o t  apply.  

"Genera l ly ,  when l a r g e  microf i lming  p r o j e c t s  a r e  t o  b e  under taken ,  
t h e  o f f i c e  o r  department  t o  b e  s e r v e d  w i l l  p rov ide :  t h e  l abour  ( o r  l abour  
c o s t s )  o f  make-ready work, and camera o p e r a t i o n ;  t h e  c o s t  o f  raw f i l m  and 
i t s  development; t a r g e t  and l a b e l  p r e p a r a t i o n  c o s t s ;  and d u p l i c a t i o n  c o s t s  
o f  t h e  e s s e n t i a l  g u i d e s  t o  t h e  microf i lm.  The C e n t r a l  Microfi lm S e r v i c e  
w i l l  p rov ide :  f e a s s b i l l t y  s t u d y ,  e s t i m a t e  o f  c o s t ;  s u p e r v i s i o n  and 
t r a i n i n g  where necessary ;  q u a l i t y  i n s p e c t i o n  o f  t h e  f i l m ;  and s u p e r v i s i o n  
i n  t h e  p r e p a r a t i o n  o f  e s s e n t i a l  g u i d e s  t o  t h e  microf i lm.  



"A minimum charge of  $5.00 w i l l  be  made t o  cover s e rv i ce  and f i l m  
when l e s s  t h a t  100' of f i l m  a r e  r equ i r ed  f o r  any o rde r .  

"When appropr ia te ,  t he  Un ive r s i t y  Archives w i l l  provide s e c u r i t y  
s to rage  of negat ive  masters;  s e rv i ce  on l i t t l e - u s e d  reference  copies ;  and 
a c e n t r a l  po in t  of enquiry f o r  r e f e rence  copies  of  such microfilms, 
wherever deposited.  " 

A Recordak Microfilmer 600-K has been added t o  t h e  two p l ane t a ry  and 
one r o t a r y  cameras a l r eady  a v a i l a b l e  i n  t h e  Service .  v a u l t  space i n  a 
non-target ,  non-earthquake a r ea  was l ea sed  e a r l y  i n  1970 f o r  t h e  s to rage  
of  master microfi lm negat ives .  Master negat ives  prepared during t h e  year 
exceeded 500 r o l l s .  

A t ape  recording  machine has been acqui red  t o  a i d  i n  implementing 
an o r a l  h i s t o r y  program. 

A c t i v i t i e s :  The Univers i ty  Arch iv i s t  s e rves  a s  chairman of a McGill 
Committee on t h e  Conservation of  Writ ings on Paper, and of t h e  Archives 
Sec t ion  Committee of t he  Canadian H i s t o r i c a l  Associa t ion  on t h e  same 
s u b j e c t .  He a l s o  is a member of  t h e  subcommittee on Preserva t ion  of  t h e  
Socie ty  of American Arch iv i s t s .  He serves  on the  Executive of t h e  CHA 
Archives Sect ion ,  i s  Treasurer  of  t he  His tory  Associa t ion  of Montreal, and 
Sec re t a ry  of t h e  Montreal Chapter of American Records Management Associa- 
t i o n .

Saskatchewan Archives Board: Mr. E. C. Morgan was granted  leave-of- 
absence f o r  t h e  1969-70 academic year t o  pursue s t u d i e s  f o r  t h e  Master ' s  
degree i n  h i s t o r y .  Mr. S .  D. Hanson res igned e f f e c t i v e  December 31, 1969 
t o  accept  t h e  appointment of Arch iv i s t ,  Un ive r s i t y  of Saskatchewan, 
Saskatoon.

R.M. o f  T u r t l e  River, t h e  Saskatoon Board of Trade, t h e  Hudson Bay Route 
Associat ion,  t h e  Sask. Trappers '  Annual Conventions, t h e  Sask. Land Sur- 
veyors '  Association and t h e  Regina Women's Canadlan Club. Among co l l ec -  
t i o n s  processed were t h e  McNaughton Papers, t he  C.C.F. pa r ty  records ,  sec- 
t i o n s  of  t h e  T.C. Douglas and W.S. Lloyd Papers and records  of t h e  Saskat-  
chewan Centennial  Corporat ion.  Newspapers borrowed f o r  microfilming 
included the  Estevan Mercury and t h e  Humboldt Journal .
