
NEW BRUNSWICK 

PROVINCIAL ARCHIVES: This has been a year of s teady development i n  
a l l  d iv i s ions .  Las t  summer, a  programme t o  microfilm church records  was 
begun using a po r t ab l e  camera opera ted  i n  the  f i e l d ,  and so avoiding t h e  
need t o  remove t h e  records  from t h e  church. A l l  o lde r  Anglican churches 
have now been v i s i t e d ,  and t h i s  summer we s h a l l  concent ra te  on t h e  United 
churches. copies  of t h e  f i l m  a r e  being depos i ted  i n  t h e  r e spec t ive  denom- 
i n a t i o n a l  r e p o s i t o r i e s .  

An exh ib i t i on  on t h e  h i s t o r y  of t h e  wood i n d u s t r i e s  of New Brunswick 
was d isp layed i n  t h e  Exhibi t ion  Room of t h e  P rov inc i a l  Archives. O f f i c i -  
a l l y  opened i n  t he  summer by Senator G. Percy Burchi l l ,  t h e  exh ib i t i on  
a t t r a c t e d  over seven hundred v i s i t o r s  during t h e  summer and was then  t r ans -  
por ted  t o  Newcastle, where it was opened by Mx. John Burch i l l ,  t he  Sena- 
t o r ' s  son. This was t h e  f i r s t  exh ib i t i on  t o  be put  "on t h e  road" by t h e  
Archives, and was presented  j o i n t l y  by t h e  Archives and t h e  Miramichi 
H i s t o r i c a l  Socie ty  i n  t h i s ,  one of  the  g r e a t  h i s t o r i c a l  cen t r e s  of t h e  
indus t ry ,  t o  t he  d e l i g h t  of many "old t imers" .  

The photographs used i n  t h i s  e x h i b i t i o n  were mounted i n  a de tachable  
form and a r e  a v a i l a b l e  f o r  loan  t o  schools and o the r  i n t e r e s t e d  groups. 

To mark t h e  occasion,  t h e  New Brunswick po r t i on  of  t h e  r a r e  Wood 
I n d u s t r i e s  of Canada (London, 1897) was reproduced by o f f s e t  and published 
wi th  a new in t roduct ion .  This work i s  f u l l  of information and photographs, 
and a copy may be obta ined  on reques t .  

The Burch i l l  bus iness  a rchives ,  an outs tanding  c o l l e c t i o n  cons i s t i ng  
of t h e  records  of a  sh ipbui ld ing  and lumber ope ra t ion  extending over a 
century  has now been depos i ted  by Senator Burch i l l .  This i s  probably t h e  
only  surv iv ing  l a r g e  group of a r ch ives  covering the  g r e a t  yea r s  o f  ship-  
bu i ld ing  and sawn lumber i n  New Brunswick.
