JESJISII PUBLIC LIBRARY ARCHIVES. The Jewish P u b l i c  L ib ra ry  of --- 
I i o n t r e a l  - and Arcliives - w i l l  have a  new address  from June I S ~ ,  
1973. I n  q u a r t e r s  s p e c i f i c a l l y  designed f o r  t h e i r  u s e ,  t h e  Li- 
b r a r y  and Arcnives  w i l l  occupy t h e  f i r s t  f l o o r  and h a l f  of t h e  
basement l e v e l  i n  Cumrnings House, t h e  new h e a d q u a r t e r s  o f  t h e  
A l l i e d  Jewish Community S e r v i c e s  and f i v e  o t h e r  community agenc ies .  

!in i n n e r  s t a i r w a y  connects  t h e  L ib ra ry  p roper  wi tn  t h e  
Ci i i ldren 's  L i u r a r y ,  t h e  Archives  and t h e  Audio-visual Centre .  
Tae Arcnives occup ies  two rooms, t h e  f i r s t  c o n t a i n i n g  a  r e f e r e n c e -  
r e s e a r c h  a r e a ,  o f f i c e  space  and mic ro f i lm read ing  f a c i l i t i e s .  The 
second room c o n t a i n s  s t a c k  s p a c e  and t h e  work a r e a .  The Jewish 
P u b l i c  L ib ra ry  i s  proud t h a t  t h e  a r c n i v e s  p laced  i n  i t s  c a r e  i s  
tile on ly  Jewish m a t e r i a l  i n  Canada t o  occupy space  s p e c i a l l y  
planned t o  nouse a r c h i v a l  m a t e r i a l ;  one more "famous f i r s t "  t o  
i n c l u d e  i n  t h e  L i b r a r y ' s  h i s t o r y .  

The o f f i c i a l  opening of t h e  L i b r a r y  and Archives  w i l l  t a k e  
p l a c e  i n  mid-September, 1973. From t h i s  d a t e ,  t h e  Archives  w i l l  
i n s t i t u t e  a  new t i m e t a b l e  w'licl~ w i l l  i n c l u d e  evening hours  twice  
a  week. I t  is  a l s o  planned t o  p u b l i s h  a  P re l imina ry  Inven to ry  
of t h e  Lng l i sh  and Yidd i sh  h o l d i n g s  and a  c a t a l o g u e  l i s t i n g  t h e  
Archives '  pho tograph ic  m a t e r i a l .  A l l  i n  a l l ,  i t  promises t o  be  a  
busy y e a r  of s e t t l i n g  i n ,  of expanding a c t i v i t y  and of e x c i t i n g  
new v i s t a s .
